V. Columbia Cascade Ecological Province Report

Description

The Columbia Cascade Ecological Province consists of the Columbia River from Wanapum Dam to the limit of anadromous fish passage at Chief Joseph Dam.  Tributary subbasins are, for the most part, high gradient streams that begin in the North Cascade Mountains and drain directly to the Columbia River.  The province also includes a few smaller streams that drain smaller watershed adjacent to the Columbia as well as a number of gulches that arise from the channeled scablands to the east.
