VII. Mountain Snake Ecological Province Report

Description

The Mountain Snake Ecological Province consists of tributaries to the Snake River below Hells Canyon Dam that drain from the Rocky Mountains.  This includes only two subbasins, the Clearwater and Salmon rivers, although the Salmon River is one of the largest watersheds in the Columbia Basin with several branches and many smaller tributaries.
