We can and shoul d neet all new regi onal energy needs and repl acenent
resour ces(approxi mately 350 average Megawatts annually) with cost effective
conservation and renewabl es. Bonneville is legally required to do this

Usi ng new renewabl es and energy efficiency to neet future |oad growth and
repl ace old energy resources is nmore cost effective than burning fossi
fuel s to generate power.

This point is illustrated by a recent integrated resource plan done by
Paci ficorp, which determ ned that creating 3000 new negawatts of renewabl es
I's the npst cost effective choice for the Pacific system

By cultivating renewabl e energy resources and restoring investments in
Energy efficiency prograns |ike those that Bonneville had in the 1980s and
early 1990s, we will save ratepayers and busi nesses noney while inproving
environmental conditions at the same tine.

BPA shoul d penalize utilities that fail to neet their conservation and
renewabl e targets and the funds col |l ected shoul d be used neet those targets.

We nust take a longer termlook at our energy future. Due to pressure from
ratepayers and conpetition, utilities will not nmake the necessary

i nvestments in conservation and renewables on their own. A regional planner is
necessary to | ead our region into the new century; Bonneville Power

Adm nistration is the only body capabl e of providing that |eadership at this
tine

BPA has a legal responsibility to prioritize energy conservation and
Consi der the environnmental and social costs of its energy resource choices

BPA can sustain successful conservation and renewable prograns. It had
wor | d- cl ass conservation prograns in the 1980s and early 1990s and is nore
than capabl e of repeating that success.

* Low | ncone Weat heri zati on makes econoni ¢ sense and is nore hunmane than
funding bill -collection activities.



BPA shoul d fund | ocal agencies to weatherize one twentieth of all

Unweat heri zed dwel I i ngs annually. These prograns actually reduce utility costs
because nore people pay their bills and continue as custonmers. This nmeans the
utility does not spend noney trying to collect from poor fanilies who cannot
pay. We currently weatherize only one hundredth of all unweatherized homes per
year.

Current econom c conditions al so nake this a very humane thing to do by
Making it easier for the poorest fanmlies to nake ends neet.

* The tinme is ripe for investing in renewabl e energy.

There are thousands of negawatts of renewables waiting to be devel oped in
Qur region.

Renewabl es create an excell ent hedge against fluctuations in fossil fuel
Prices like what we saw in the "Energy Crisis" of 2001.

Bui | di ng new wi nd and ot her renewable plants will create thousands of new
jobs, and help enrich rural econom es that sorely need this econonic
devel oprent .

Devel opi ng renewabl e energy resources instead of burning fossil fuels wll
reduce gl obal warm ng by reduci ng CO2 eni ssions.

* Cost Estimates make the Public Interest Proposals a win-wi n-win situation
for utilities, ratepayers, and our econony.

The PIPs reduce bills for residential and industrial custoners, while

Creating a nore stable energy supply for the region. Inplementing the
conservation neasures in the PIPs will save 175 average negawatts per year, or
3500 aMNover twenty years, nore than three tines the capacity of Col unbia
Generating Station; inplenmenting the renewabl e energy conmponents of the PlPs
will generate 175 aMW annual |y, or 3500 aMWover twenty years. These

i nvestments represent a 60%increase in clean energy investnents regionally for
the utilities. Finally, the cost of these clean energy investments wll
significantly reduce the need to purchase power or build gas-fired power

pl ants.

* The PIPs provide enormous environnmental benefits that we sorely need.

The PIPs will make our air and water cleaner by reducing fossil fuel
em ssi ons.

The PIPs will protect our public |Iands by reducing consunption of oil and
Gas and therefore the need to dig and drill in wild places. Endangered species
In these wild places will benefit fromtheir habitat renmining intact.

Reduci ng our consunption of fossil fuels will also protect human health and
sl ow gl obal war m ng.
